Assessment Procedure

· Application form to be submitted via email. Your application may take up to 30 days to be assessed. 
· MHPN Communications Manager uses checklist to assess request

· If required National Manager is consulted

· Requests will be referred to the Interim Clinical Reference Group (CRG) if they are complex and/or sit outside of the framework.

Email response provided within 30 business days of submission.
